The
program prepares competent entry-level surgical technologists
in the cognitive (knowledge), psychomotor (skills), and
affective (behavior) learning domains. Students who have
completed program requirements may sit for the certifying
examination offered by the National Board on Certification for
Surgical Technology and Surgical Assisting (NBSTSA).
