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The Social Work Certificate is designed for those students who 
are seeking entry-level positions in the field of social work or 
are currently employed within an agency that will recognize this 
achievement with compensation and/or advancement.   

This certificate is intended to increase a person’s general 
knowledge of the field, interviewing skills, ability to run group 
sessions, understanding of psychological disorders and the 
facts about drugs and alcohol, treatment and prevention.  
Individuals completing this program will have advanced 
knowledge and skills to work in any setting providing direct 
care. 

Upon successfully completing this program, students will be 
able to: 
• Utilize knowledge of the social work profession including 

types of clients, professional ethics, social service systems, 
diagnosis and treatment when working with clients and 
agencies. 

• Demonstrate social work skills such as interviewing, group 
counseling and documenting.
